SOCIETY

We are living in turbulent
times, in a world that is
growing ever more complex
through increased interde-
pendencies and a growing
lack of transparency. Perva-
sive capitalism, serious en-
vironmental problems, rising
social inequality, increasing
migration and ongoing ter-
rorist threats are just some
of the pressing problems.
Addressing the inclination
to lighthearted resignation
or the appeal of »simple«
populist solutions, there are
increasing calls for assum-
ing more responsibility and
commitment. Taking on re-
sponsibility as a principle of
behaviour, on the one hand
to counter ruthlessness,
egoism and the apparent
unstoppable desire for pow-
er and on the other hand to
stand up for civic rights and
cultural pluralism. Which
social-political and legal
framework conditions could
favour a stronger accept-
ance of active responsibility

in politics, economy and
civil society in the future?
What role do technological
innovations, the education
system and the media play
in this context? Are we
already in a crisis of democ-
racy and can it be averted
through the engagement of
civil society? What challenges
arise through new forms of
participatory democracy?
Will the citizen as a voter

be increasingly replaced by
the citizen as a consumer?
How is it possible to activate
the potentials of further
development of democratic
orders such as freedom,
justice and control of power
more effectively?

The 23 Karlsruhe Dialogues
will controversially discuss
these and further ques-
tions with international
experts and will examine
the different spheres of
civil-society, political and
business responsibility.
This includes the question



of glocal effects arising from
developments in a globalised
world. In what way is it pos-
sible to foster solidarity in
glocally changing societies?
In these contexts, how can
guiding principles for ethics
of responsibility be imple-
mented?

The three-day event fea-
tures international par-
ticipants and examines
the subject from different
perspectives for a broad
audience in keynote ad-
dresses, discussions, and
roundtables. The sympo-
sium will be accompanied
by cultural events, adding
to the analytic discourse by
offering further perspec-
tives from an artistic point
of view. The programme
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includes a thematic film
night in cooperation with the
television channel ARTE and
the movie theatre Schau-
burg Karlsruhe as well as a
reading and a theatre play at
the Badisches Staatstheater
Karlsruhe (State Theatre of
Baden, Karlsruhe).

The 23 Karlsruhe Dialogues

Everyone who takes part
has a chance of gaining huge riches. The questions
become more urgent: who shares the guilt here, who



profits, who rebels? In this highly topical parable
Doron Rabinovici, master of the »finely judged game
of exaggeration« (FAZ), applies his typical brand of
verve and irony to tell the story of a society that needs
no aliens in order to scare and alienate itself.

What does a continent that bears the name of a
mythical woman dream about? Europa, daughter of
the king, slays the bull that aims to abduct her. In the
light of this murder she describes the foundation
myth of her continent as a hopeful, future-oriented
moment: »l shall create a continent which has room
for all to thrust their roots into the earth and stretch
their arms into the sky.« With eloquence and acerbic
humour, Miroslava Svolikova sings an ambiguous song
of praise to individual responsibility, self-optimisation
and unending competition. She uncompromisingly
portrays the chronology of our continental history as
afarce: a story of conquest, of wars and class
struggles — and all with the best of intentions.
